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A Message from Fr. Andrew 
 

There are many religious orders in the Catholic Church. Some of the most well-
known orders include Franciscans, Dominicans, Salesians, Jesuits, Missionaries of 
Charity, and Sisters of Christian Charity (the order of Sr. Judith and Sr. Selina!), etc. Why 
are there so many different religious orders when the Roman Catholic Church is supposed 
to be one and universal? 

That is because God had inspired many holy people throughout the history of the 
Church to serve the needs of the Church and the world in different ways under His 
guidance. We are members of one holy Catholic Church, but how we carry out our mission 
can vary depending on what we are called to do.  Some are called to spread the Good 
News by imitating Christ’s poverty by becoming consecrated Franciscans, and some are 
called to become consecrated Dominicans to spread the Good News as preachers and 
teachers. 

The religious Order that fascinates me the most is the Carthusian order. Their 
charism is to live a cloistered life of contemplation and prayers, like John the Baptist and 
Christ, who went out to the desert. The Carthusian life is to become a hermit within the 
community. Their life, consisting of hours of prayers, manual labor, strict observance of 
fasting, and silence, benefit the Church and the whole world because they offer 
themselves to God as sacrificial offerings for all of us. 

I love their motto. The Latin motto “stat crux dum volvitur orbis” says the Cross 
stands firm while the world is orbiting. This motto tells us that the Cross of Jesus on which 
He was crucified has an eternal value and place in human lives because it is in Christ’s 
crucifixion we find hope for salvation, and through His death, we find life and light. That 
truth will NEVER change, and nothing can prevail against the victory brought to us through 
the mystery of Calvary. 

Humanity has experienced so much darkness throughout history. Wars, violence, 
divisions, hatred, the list could continue. Despite the darkness we created, Christ’s victory 
on the cross endures. God seemed to be defeated on Good Friday, and the forces of evil 
sometimes seem so strong in the world. But nothing can take away what God did on the 
Cross because God’s fidelity to His people will never change. God never changes, even 
when we do. Isn’t that what St. Paul is proclaiming in the second reading today when he 
wrote, “Jews demand signs and Greeks look for wisdom, but we proclaim Christ 
crucified” and “foolishness of God is wiser than human wisdom, and the weakness of 
God is stronger than human strength”? 

The world will change, and Kingdoms will come and go. However, one thing that 
won’t change is the hope given to us by God Himself, who became one of us to die for us 
and rise with us. We are the people who are called to proclaim the unchanging mystery of 
the Cross. As we continue to observe our Lenten penances, let us remember the one thing 
necessary: staying near the crucified Lord, who made His Cross the bridge towards 
heaven.

The OLS Food Pantry is very busy and 

demand for our services remain high. We are 
serving nearly 200-250 families with each 
pantry distribution. For the calendar year 2023, 
this amounts to 8,341 bags of groceries 
provided to 6,773 families made up of 25,066 
individuals.  In addition to the staple items, 
each family receives fresh produce and milk 
with each distribution. This would not be 
possible without the generosity of Our Lady of 
Sorrows church, its parishioners and the 
surrounding community. Thank you.
